from Regulations of benefits for students of
the University of Information Technology and Management in Rzeszów, 
granted in the academic year 2024/2025 and in the following years, 
introduced by the Rector's Regulation No. 46/2024 of April 19, 2024


Chapter 1. General provisions

§ 1.
The regulations of benefits for students of the University of Information Technology and Management in Rzeszów accepted in the academic year 2024/2025 and in the following years, hereinafter referred to as the "Regulations", specify the method of determining, criteria and procedure for granting benefits to students under the funds allocated from the state budget in accordance with the provisions of the Act of July 20, 2018 Law on Higher Education and Science (hereinafter referred to as the "Act").

§ 2.
1. Benefits for students, hereinafter referred to as benefits, are: 
a) social scholarships, 
b) scholarships for people with disabilities, 
c) Rector's scholarships,
d) allowances.
2. The amount of benefits depends on:
a) the amount of funds transferred for this purpose from the state budget to the University of Information Technology and Management in Rzeszów, hereinafter referred to as the "University"
b) documented financial and family situation of the student, in the case of benefits specified in item 1 point a) and point d),
c) documented costs of accommodation in a student dormitory or in a facility other than a student dormitory if the daily commute from the place of permanent residence to the University is at least 50 kilometers, in the case of the benefit indicated in item 1 point a) granted in an increased amount,
d) documented degree of disability, in the case of the benefit specified in item 1 point b),
e) academic results, scientific or artistic achievements or sports achievements in competition at least at the national level, in the case of the benefit referred to in item 1 point c).

§ 3.
1. The Rector, in consultation with the university student government body, distributes the funds allocated from the state budget.
2. 0.2% of the subsidy referred to in item 1, in a given budget year shall be allocated to cover the costs incurred by the University related to granting and paying student benefits. 
3. The funds referred to in item 1, allocated to the Rector's scholarships, may not be higher than 60% of the total funds allocated to social scholarships, allowances and Rector's scholarships. 

§ 4.
1. Entitled to receive the benefits referred to in § 2 item 1 are students who are Polish citizens. 
2. International students may apply for the Rector's scholarship, scholarship for the disabled and allowances, subject to § 40 - 43. In addition, international students listed in Art. 324 item 2 points 2-8 of the Act and citizens of Ukraine whose stay on the territory of the Republic of Poland is considered legal pursuant to Art. 2 item 1 of the Act of March 12, 2022, on assistance to Ukrainian citizens in connection with the armed conflict on the territory of that state, may apply for a social scholarship. 

§ 5.
1. The granting of the benefits referred to in these Regulations or the refusal to grant them are made by way of an administrative decision issued by the Rector, subject to items 2-7. 
2. If the UITM Student Council submits a written application, the benefits referred to in § 2 item 1 shall be awarded by the scholarship committee and the scholarship appeal committee.
3. The scholarship committee and the scholarship appeal committee are appointed by the Rector. 
4. The scholarship committee is composed of: 
a) two employees of the University and
b) [bookmark: _Hlk136338309]three student representatives delegated by the Student Council.
5. The scholarship appeal committee is composed of:
a) one employee of the University and
b) two student representatives delegated by the Student Council.  
6. Decisions issued by the scholarship committee are signed by the chair of the committee, and decisions issued by the scholarship committee by the chair of the scholarship appeal committee. 
7. The Rector, by way of an administrative decision, repeals a decision of the scholarship committee or appeal scholarship committee which is inconsistent with the law. 

§ 6.
1. The benefits referred to in § 2 item 1 points a), b) and d), are also available to a student:
a) who is on leave, 
b) who has obtained permission to repeat the semester and is waiting for the resumption of education, 
c) who is repeating a semester.
2. The student referred to in item 1 is not entitled to the benefit referred to in § 2 item 1 point c) - Rector's scholarship. 
3. A student awaiting defense is entitled only to the benefit referred to in § 2 item 1 point d) - the right to allowance.
4. During their stay abroad under EU programs or agreements with the University's partner universities, the student retains the right to receive benefits. 
5. The benefits referred to in § 2 item 1 are available to students of first-cycle studies, second-cycle studies and uniform master's studies.
6. A student studying in several fields of study at the same time may receive the benefits referred to in § 2 item 1 only in one field, indicated by the student.
7. The benefits referred to in § 2 item 1 are not available to a student with the title of: 
a) master, master in engineering, or equivalent, 
b) bachelor, engineer or equivalent, if he/she starts first-cycle studies again. 
8. The total period during which the benefits referred to in § 2 item 1 are available is 12 semesters, no matter whether or not the student receives the benefits, with the proviso that within this period the benefits are payable during:
a) first-cycle studies – for no longer than 9 semesters,
b) second-cycle studies – for no longer than 7 semesters.
9. The total period referred to in item 8 may be 2 semesters longer if the student has taken up uniform master's studies, the duration of which is 11 or 12 semesters as specified in the law.
10. The benefit eligibility period includes all semesters started by the student at the studies referred to in items 8-9, including also semesters during the period of taking leave from classes, with the exception of semesters in subsequent first-cycle studies started or continued after obtaining the first professional title of bachelor, engineer or equivalent (subsequent first-cycle studies are not included in the period of eligibility for benefits). In the case of education in several fields of study, semesters taken simultaneously are treated as one semester. 
11. If the disability occurred during studies or after obtaining a professional title, the student may receive the benefit referred to in § 2 item 1 point b) additionally for a full cycle of education in subsequent fields of study (first- and second-cycle or uniform master's studies), i.e. for a total of up to 12 semesters. The provisions of items 8 and 10 apply accordingly. 
12. The provisions of items 5-11 apply accordingly to students who were educated or obtained professional titles abroad. 
13. In order to determine the period referred to in item 10, the student is obliged to inform the Student Benefits Department about the studies completed or in progress until the date of submitting the application for the benefit referred to in § 2 item 1, including completed, interrupted, resumed studies, their duration, university or universities where they were or are conducted, regardless of the cycle of study.  Each commenced semester should be treated as a full semester, regardless of whether or not the education lasted for the entire semester. The student submits a declaration regarding the periods of study according to the template constituting Appendix No. 1 to these Regulations together with the application for a given benefit. 

§ 7.
1. The benefits referred to in § 2 item 1 are granted on the basis of a student's written application drawn up according to the templates attached to the Regulations and submitted together with all required documents. 
2. Applications for scholarships should be submitted by June 30 of a given year – for applications submitted for the fall semester, and by February 28 of a given academic year – for applications submitted for the spring semester, subject to items 3-5.
3. Applications for Rector's scholarships for the fall semester should be submitted by September 30 of a given year. 
4. In the case of students admitted to study at the University for the fall semester of a given academic year, applications for scholarships should be submitted by October 15 of that particular academic year.
5. In the case of students admitted to study at the University for the spring semester of a given academic year, applications for a scholarship should be submitted by April 5 of that particular academic year.
6. In the case of submitting an application for a scholarship after the deadline specified in items 2-5, the benefit is granted from the month in which the application was submitted, unless the funds allocated for this purpose have been already distributed, subject to § 30 item 2. 

§ 8.
1. Students may submit applications for the benefits referred to in § 2 item 1 together with the required documentation: in person at the Student Benefits Department, sending them by post, or sending them via a trusted profile at ePUAP.gov.pl.
2. In justified cases, when the application for the benefit was submitted via a trusted profile on ePUAP.gov.pl, the University may request the submission of original documentation which had been sent electronically. 

§ 9.
A student who in the application for the benefits referred to in § 2 item 1 declared that he applied for the benefit at another university is obliged to additionally submit a decision on granting or not granting the requested benefits at the other university no later than April 15 in the case of the spring semester or no later than November 15 in the case of the fall semester, under pain of losing the right to apply for a given benefit at the University in a given academic year.

§ 10.
1. [bookmark: _Hlk148510394]Employees of the Student Benefits Department
a) accept applications for the benefits referred to in § 2 item 1,  
b) check the completeness of submitted documents, 
c) keep a register of incoming applications.
2. Designated employee of the Student Benefits Department:  
a) checks whether students meet the conditions for obtaining the benefit, 
b) draws up a list of benefit payments and submits it to the appropriate organizational unit of the University, 
c) in the following months, checks and updates the list of payments, deleting from it persons who have lost the right to the scholarship or have been deprived of this right. 
 
§ 11.
1. An employee of the Student Benefits Department accepting the application is obliged to check the completeness of the application documentation and the correctness of its completion. If the application is incomplete or incorrectly completed, the employee should indicate to the student the deficiencies and errors in the application and the attached documentation. The deadline for the student to correct or complete the application or documentation may not exceed 7 days.
2. Persons who have not submitted the application in person (e.g. sent it by post) or have submitted the application through an authorized person will be requested to supplement the application or documentation within 7 days from the date of receipt of the request. 
3. Benefits are not available to a student who submitted an incorrectly completed or incomplete application or did not attach the necessary documents and did not complete these deficiencies despite being summoned.  
4. If the circumstances of the case affecting the right to benefits raise doubts or require confirmation with a document other than one indicated in the Regulations, the Rector of the University calls on the student to provide explanations or provide additional documents within the prescribed period, not shorter than 7 days from the date of receipt of the request. If explanations or additional documents are not provided, the benefit is not due.

§ 12.
A student who has obtained the Dean's consent for the reinstatement of student rights has the right to re-apply for financial support benefits on the terms set out in these Regulations. 

§ 13.
Scholarships are awarded for one semester (five calendar months), subject to § 30. 

[bookmark: _Hlk134521388]§ 14.
Decisions on granting scholarships are issued according to the number of students as of November 15 of a given academic year in the case of scholarships awarded for the fall semester and on April 15 of a given academic year in the case of scholarships awarded for the spring semester.

§ 15.
The decision to grant the benefit referred to in § 2 item 1 shall expire on the last day of the month in which the student lost the right to the benefit due to obtaining the professional title referred to in § 6 items 7 and 12, was deleted from the list of students in the field of study in which he received the benefit, or the period referred to in § 6 items 8-9 and item 11 expired.  

§ 16.
1. Concerning the decision on the benefits referred to in § 2 item 1, the student is entitled to submit within 14 days from the date of receipt of the decision: 
a) a request for reconsideration of the case – if the decision was issued by the Rector as the first instance body, 
b) an appeal to the scholarship appeal committee – if the decision was issued by the scholarship committee as the first instance body. 
2. The Rector's decision issued as a result of the request for reconsideration of the case is final.

§ 17.
1. The total monthly amount of the social scholarship, including one increased due to living in a student dormitory or other facility, due to living with a non-working spouse or child, and the rector's scholarship for the best students, may not be higher than 38% of a professor's remuneration, as set out in the regulations on remuneration of academic teachers. 
2. Benefits collected by the student and awarded on the basis of untrue or incomplete data, or paid despite the loss of the right to receive them, shall be returned together with statutory interest, on terms set out in separate regulations. 
3. The return of unduly collected benefits does not exclude the liability provided for in separate regulations for providing untrue or incomplete data.

[bookmark: _Toc135410570]Chapter 5. Conditions and mode of granting allowances

§ 32.
1. The allowance is a temporary form of assistance for the student.  
2. The allowance may be granted to a student who is temporarily in a difficult life situation, in particular as a result of:
a) an accident, serious illness of the student and the closest family member (child, spouse, father, mother, sibling, legal or actual guardian), 
b) death of the closest member of the student's family (child, spouse, father, mother, sibling, legal or actual guardian) – provided that the family member has lived in a common household with the student, 
c) theft or destruction, through no fault of the student, of necessities, 
d) destruction of the student's apartment, house or farm as a result of a natural disaster or other random event, 
e) loss of job, through no fault of their own, by the student, his/her parents, spouse, legal or actual guardians, provided that the person has lived in a common household with the student. 
3. The maximum amount of the allowance is equal to twice the amount of the social scholarship rate (without the increase referred to in § 22). 
4. The student may receive the allowance twice in an academic year, subject to items 5 and 7.  
5. During the period of temporary suspension or limitation of the functioning of the University due to extraordinary circumstances threatening the life and health of members of the University community, introduced on the basis of the regulation of the minister responsible for higher education and science, allowances are granted by the Rector, the provisions of the Code of Administrative Procedure do not apply in the process of granting allowances, and the allowance in this period may be granted more often than twice in an academic year.  
6. The student may receive only one allowance for one event.
7. To the citizens of Ukraine referred to in Art. 41 item 10 of the Act of March 12, 2022 on assistance to Ukrainian citizens in connection with the armed conflict on the territory of that state, the limitations on the number of allowances referred to in item 4 do not apply. 

§ 33.
1. The application for the allowance should be prepared in accordance with the template constituting Appendix No. 9 to the Regulations and submitted together with all documents confirming the occurrence of the circumstances constituting the basis for the application.
2. The application for allowance must be submitted within two months from the occurrence of the circumstances constituting the basis for its granting.
3. Documents confirming the situation described in the application for allowance may include in particular:
a) documents of the Registry Office, 
b) medical certificates, 
c) certificates from the police, fire brigade, insurance institution, 
d) other certificates of competent institutions or offices confirming the circumstances described in the application, 
e) certificates from Employment Office, 
f) employment certificate. 


[bookmark: _Toc135410571]Chapter 6. Conditions and mode of awarding the Rector's scholarship 

§ 34.
Rector's scholarships are awarded for one semester (five calendar months). 

§ 35.
1. The Rector's scholarship may be awarded to a student who meets all of the following conditions: 
a) has obtained outstanding learning results in the previous semester with an average grade of at least 3.8, scientific or artistic achievements or sports achievements in competition at least at the national level, 
b) has passed all previous semesters, subject to item 2. 
2. [bookmark: _Hlk136446883]The student may receive the scholarship referred to in item 1 not earlier than after completing the first semester of studies, subject to items 3-5. 
3. The student of the first year of second-cycle studies may also apply for granting the scholarship referred to in item 1. 
4. The student referred to in item 3 who completed first-cycle studies at another university is obliged to attach to the application for the Rector's scholarship a certificate of the grade point average for the last semester of first-cycle studies, and information about passing credits on make-up dates in this semester. 
5. The Rector's scholarship is awarded to a student admitted to the first year of studies in the year of passing the secondary school leaving exam, who is:  
a) a laureate of an international olympiad or a laureate or finalist of an olympiad at the central (national) level, referred to in the provisions on the education system, 
b) a medalist of a sports competition at least for the title of Polish Champion in a given sport referred to in the regulations on sport.
6. For first-year students of second-cycle studies who apply for the Rector's scholarship and graduated from a university where the grade scale was extended to 5.5 or 6.0, the average grade obtained from all exams and credits in the last year of study is calculated according to following formula: 

with a rating scale of 2 - 5.5:    0.857 x average + 0.286 = UITM average

with a rating scale of 2 - 6:       0.75 x average + 0.5 = UITM average

where:
· “average" means the average of grades from all exams and credits in the last semester of studies, subject to item 3, 
· "UITM average" means the average grade on the scale applicable at the University of Information Technology and Management in Rzeszów (the final average to obtain in the calculation).
7. The Rector's Scholarship referred to in item 1 may be granted to a student who takes exams and obtains credits on the first date. The scholarship may also be granted to a student who, in the previous semester of studies, took no more than one exam or obtained no more than one credit within the make-up period. 
8. The list of academic, artistic and sports activities taken into account when awarding the Rector's scholarship, the method of their confirmation and the number of points taken into account when awarding the scholarship for each activity is set out in Appendix No. 12 to these Regulations.   

§ 36.
1. The Rector's scholarship may be awarded to no more than 10% of students of each field of study who have achieved the best academic results (obtained the highest number of points among students applying for this scholarship and met the other conditions set out in these Regulations). 100% of students are considered to be all students with student rights on November 15 in the case of scholarships awarded for the fall semester and on April 15 in the case of scholarships awarded in the spring semester.
2. If the number of students in the field of study is less than 10, the Rector's scholarship may be awarded to one student.
3. Students referred to in § 35 item 5 shall not be taken into account when determining the number of students receiving the Rector's scholarship referred to in items 1-2.
4. The ranking list includes all students who have submitted applications and are enrolled in a given field of study, except for the students referred to in § 35 item 5 and students who, according to the provisions of these regulations, cannot receive the Rector's scholarship – regardless of their grade average. 
5. The ranking referred to in item 4, is created on the basis of the student's average calculated according to the following formula: 
 
50x2 – 200x + 250
where "x" is the arithmetic average of the student's grades for the previous semester of studies, subject to § 35 item 3, calculated in accordance with the University Study Regulations as the sum of all final grades in a semester of study divided by the number of grades. 
Additional points obtained by the student for academic, artistic or sports activities are added to the score obtained in this way, in accordance with Appendix No. 12 to the Regulations. 
6. If there are more students in the last position on the ranking list with the same number of points, and if taking all these students into account would result in exceeding 10% of the number of students in a given field of study, then these students do not acquire the right to the Rector's scholarship. 

§ 37.
1. The application for the Rector's scholarship should be prepared in accordance with the template constituting Appendix No. 10 to the Regulations and submitted together with documents confirming academic, artistic or sports activity, subject to item 2. 
2. The student referred to in § 35 item 5, is obliged to attach to the application for the Rector's scholarship (the template of which is attached as Appendix 11 to the Regulations) a certificate of awarding the title of finalist, laureate or medal, or another appropriate document. 


[bookmark: _Toc135410572]Chapter 7. Conditions for the payment of material assistance benefits 

§ 38.
The payment of benefits in the granted amount depends on the allocation of funds from the state budget and their receipt into the University's account. If the funds are not allocated and/or credited to the account, the University shall not be liable for non-payment or untimely payment of benefits.  

§ 39.
1. The awarded scholarship for a given month is paid from the 20th day of a given month until the end of a given month by transfer to an individual bank account indicated by the student or by crediting it towards the tuition fee (only in the case of allowance), in accordance with the student's statement submitted in the application, subject to items 2-4. Payments of benefits are made on the basis of prepared lists of payments. 
2. The awarded scholarship for October is paid to students on the date of payment of the November scholarship.
3. The awarded scholarship for March is paid on the date of payment of the April scholarship. 
4. In the case of students admitted to the first year of study starting from the spring semester of a given academic year, the granted benefits are paid to students from April to August.
5. The allowance granted is paid on the nearest scholarship payment date.
